himself a NATA technical assessor, said 
that the building had been completely 
redesigned and while the work had 
taken a long time, it was well worth 
waiting for. 
“We spent a lot of time ensuring that our 

laboratories and workshops meet the 
highest standards, and that the staff 
amenities are the best we can provide.”  
Enersol has steadily expanded over the 

years, and had quite simply outgrown the 
previous premises. 
The new premises have allowed the 

expansion of all Enersol operations. The 
installation of additional equipment has 
increased the inflation testing capacity by 
20 per cent, and further increases can be 
implemented quickly with equipment 
made on site. 
Two new graduate engineers have 

joined the engineering department in their 
enlarged area and are easily able to 

handle three big orders from China – a 
total of 12 inflation heads and two leaks 
testers as well as five wet package seal 
testers for a fourth client. This quantity of 
work could not have been handled in the 
old building. 

Dr Gerofi said Enersol would continue to 
maintain and improve its high standards 
through a continuing program of research 
and development, and by taking part 
regularly in interlaboratory trials. Enersol 
has organised such trials for the World 
Health Organisation and other government 
bodies and since 1995 the Enersol trials 
have become annual events. Last year more 
than 60 laboratories participated in the 
condom testing trial, and the number of 
participants in the glove trial increases each 
year.
