KENSA, a joint venture between KensaGroup and Vira
Therapeutics, has aaquired the rights to a new U.S. patent
deding with “Carmitine Analogues as Topicd, Microbicidal
Spermicides’ in connedion with a compound, Z-14, it is
reportedly developing for for birth control, treaing yeast
infedions, and providing protedion against sexualy
transmitted diseases, including HIV .

Condom factory for
Brazil, latex factory
for Vietham

BRAZIL is to buld a fadory cgpable of prodwcing 200
million condams by the yea 2006 in Xapuri, a remote
provincein the north-western state of Acre.

And the Vietham News Agency reports that a locd
rubber company has begun constructing a fadory in the
Central Highlands province of Dac Lac to produce 7,000
tonres of rubber latex ayea.

The Brazli an fadtory will use locdly produced latex and
the Government hopes that apart from helping to prevent the
spread of AIDS it will also ease presaures on the locd rainforests.

News of the new fadory was broadcast on the BBC
World Services Science in Action Programme. It quoted
Alessandro Grangeiro, Brazl’s AIDS programme @-ordinator, as
saying that Brazl needed 1.2 milli on condoms a yea to prevent
the spread of AIDS. The Brazlian Government, which provides
free ondoms through its national hedth system, is distributing
700 million annuelly, and in spite of a succesful campaign is
strugding to get condoms to its poarer people. The condoms are
imported and locd production is sen as esential to get costs
down.

Latex extraded from rubber trees in Xapuri has been
tested succesqully for condom production, athough at the
moment it is used only to make tyres. The Brazli an Government
hopes the fadory will provide enployment while the
development of the latex industry will reduce presaure to clea the
trees for farming.

According to Cristina Bo, of the Braalian Ingtitute of
Tednology, the Xapuri rubber trees have totaly different
charaderistics from the ailtivated ones common in other rubber-
producing countries like India, Thailand and Malaysia. “The soil
in the Amazon is more irregular,” she said. “The trees are very
distant from ead other and the rubber tappers ome times have to
walk grea distances to get the quality they want. “To ded with
these problems is a big chall enge, but we ae being helped by the
locd people.

The Vietnamese fadory is being built by the Dac Lac
Irrigation and Infrastructure Company and the Government hopes
it will help dversify Vietham's rubber products export industry.
